A doctor or nurse (preferably a registered nurse) is needed during each summer camp week:  
day camps/adventure day camps, preteen & youth overnight camps, and overnight mission camp  
(see dates & schedule on page 2). Note: each week, a day camp and overnight camp are taking place 
consecutively except during Day Camp 5 and Day Camp 8. 
 
Medical staff are required to… 

• be currently be licensed to practice in the state of Tennessee and certified in CPR 
• attend a 2-hr orientation session in May to learn about protocols, charting/recording incidents, 

camper check-in, handling emergency situations, etc. 
 
The estimated number of campers who medical staff are responsible for are: 

• 155 day campers and staff per camp week 
• 125 overnight campers and staff per camp week 

Numbers will vary based on the campers who are registered.

Day Camp Medical Staff Compensation 
For each week of day camp worked: 

• 1 camper (household family member) can attend 2 weeks of day camp or adventure day camp, 
• 2 campers (household family members) can attend 1 week of day camp or adventure day camp, OR 
• 1 camper (household family member) can attend 1 week of overnight camp.  

Deer Run provides lunch for the day camp medical staff, Monday-Friday. 
 
Day Camp medical staff are required to assist with overnight camper check-in on the Sunday prior to 
day camp starting on Monday except for the last week of day camp (July 30-Aug 3). This is required 
because overnight camps coincide with day camps and nurses will be treating campers from both day 
and overnight camps during the day camp hours. Overnight camper check-in and organization of meds  
is Sunday from 3 p.m. to 5 p.m.

• 1 camper (household family member) can attend 1 week of overnight camp plus 1 week of day 
camp or adventure day camp OR 

• 1 camper (household family member) can attend 1 week of overnight camp plus receive a credit  
on a 2nd week of overnight camp equal to $269 

 
Overnight accommodations at Deer Run are provided Sunday-Friday nights.  
Meals are provided Sunday dinner-Saturday breakfast.
